The maximum cumulative annual fee for a wholesaler dealer’s licence is either $413.00 where no Schedule 8 poisons are sold, or $632.00 where Schedule 8 products are included in the products to be sold.

Applicants may opt to pay licence fees for either a 1 year or 3 year period. All Scheduled poisons wholesaled (for which a licence is required) by the applicant at the same location must be included on a single licence and covered by the same term of licence.

Calculating the fee required

Examples (refer to table above):
· If applying for a 1 year licence to wholesale poisons in Schedules 2, 3, 4, 7 & 8 the fee is calculated as follows -

Fee for Schedule 2  ($82.00) + fee for Schedule 3  ($82.00)  + fee for Schedule 4  ($166.00) + fee for Schedule 7  ($166.00) + fee for Schedule 8  ($325.00)   =  $821.00. However, the maximum cumulative fee for 1 year where Schedule 8 poisons are included is $632.00 and this is the amount payable. 

Note: In this example, the 3 year fee would be $1896.00
· If applying for a 3 year licence to wholesale poisons in Schedules 2, 3, 4 & 7 the fee is calculated as follows -

Fee for Schedule 2  ($246.00) + fee for Schedule 3  ($246.00) + fee for Schedule 4  ($498.00) + fee for Schedule 7  ($498.00) =  $1488.00. However, the maximum cumulative fee for 3 years where Schedule 8 poisons are not included is $1239.00 and this is the amount payable. 

Note: In this example, the 1 year fee would be $413.00.

· If applying for a licence to wholesale Schedules 3 & 8, the 1 year fee would be $407.00 ($82.00 + $325.00);  and the 3 year fee would be $1221.00 ($246.00 + $975.00). As these amounts are less than the maximum cumulative fees, these would be the amounts payable.
