1 Rotavirus

The vaccine is free to all children born on or after 1 May 2007.

Upper age limits apply to the Rotarix vaccine and the minimum interval between doses is four weeks. (see below).

2 Meningococcal C

From 1 January 2003 Meningococcal C vaccine was included on the ASVS for children at 12 months. However, all children and adolescents who turned 1 to 19 years in 2003 (born after 1/1/1984) are eligible to receive free meningococcal C vaccination as part of a ‘catch-up’ program. Children between

 5 – 19 years of age in 2003 are able to access the free vaccine from their General Practitioner. 

 3 Pneumococcal 

Children who are considered high risk (see below) require a different vaccination schedule.

Children with the following medical conditions up to 5 years of age:

· Congenital immune deficiency (including symptomatic IgG subclass or isolated IgA deficiency but excluding children who have monthly immunoglobulin infusions).

· Diseases associated with immunosuppressive therapy or radiation therapy (including corticosteroid treatment equivalent to more tham 2mg/kg/day of prednisone for more than 4 weeks) where there is sufficient immunity for a vaccine response to be expected.

· Compromised splenic function due to sickle haemoglobinopathies or congenital or acquired asplenia.

· HIV infection, before or after development of AIDS.

· Renal failure or relapsing or persistent nephrotic syndrome

· Down’s syndrome

· Cardiac disease associated with cyanosis or cardiac failure

· Premature infants with chronic lung disease

· Infants born less than 28 weeks gestation

· Cystic fibrosis

· Insulin dependent diabetes

· Intracranial shunts

· Cochlear implants

4 Varicella Zoster (Chickenpox)

For children at 18 months of age (born on or after 1 May 2004) and children in Year 6 primary school that have not previously received the vaccine or have not had the disease. 

5 Hepatitis B

For children age 11-13 years born before 1 May 2000 who have not received a primary course. Two doses required given four to six months apart.

6 Human Papilloma Virus

Under the National Immunisation Program there will be an ongoing school based HPV vaccination program for girls in Year 7.

A catch up program for women aged 12-26 years will continue until June 2009.

7 Pneumococcal and Influenza

Under the National Indigenous Pneumococcal and Influenza Immunisation Program pneumococcal and influenza are recommended for Indigenous Australians from 50 years of age, or 15 – 49 years with an underlying medical condition.
