Prescribed Poisons for the Purposes of Section 22 of the Act - Regulation 25
Section 22 of the Act applies to the following poisons:

Exemptions from the requirements of S22 of the Act

Exemptions under Regulation 16 include ‘A person is exempt from Section 22 of the Act in respect of possession of Chloropicrin, if—

(i) in the case of pure chloropicrin, the quantity in the persons possession does not exceed 7 litres;

(ii) in the case of chloropicrin in a compound preparation, the concentration of chloropicrin does not exceed 
5 per cent.’

Certain Pest Controllers

Regulation 25.(6) states ‘The Minister may exempt a person who is licensed under the Controlled Substances (Pesticides) Regulations 2003 from the requirement to hold a licence under section 22 of the Act in respect of the use of a pesticide that is a section 22 poison.  Exemptions are granted by the inclusion of specific section 25 poisons on Pest Controller’s and Pest Management Technicians licences where appropriate.
